The Iowa Online Consortium is a group of  seven 

Iowa Community Colleges that have partnered to 

offer online degree programs and courses to help 

students reach their educational goals.   

Students must either be a current student or must 

apply to one of the seven colleges in the 

consortium—Eastern Iowa, Iowa Lakes, Iowa 

Western, Northwest Iowa, Southeastern, 

Southwestern, Western Iowa Tech.   

The Iowa Online Consortium is a coordinating body 

assisting these schools to help them deliver online 

courses to students.  Our mission is to offer quality 

educational opportunities to online students 

supported by a comprehensive set of student support 

services. 

Iowa Community College Online Consortium (ICCOC) 

The ICCOC offers two 8-week accelerated sessions 

during the fall and spring terms; it also offers one 8-

week accelerated session during the summer.  

Instructors will cover sixteen weeks of course material 

in just eight weeks.  There are weekly deadlines for 

assignments, quizzes and exams.  Students can expect 

to spend on average 20 hours per week for one three-

credit course.   

We highly recommend that students either choose to 

complete the 8-week accelerated track or the 16-week 

track but not both during the fall and spring terms.  In 

addition, it is advised to register for only one or two 

courses per session.  To learn more about the 8-week

No.  Many students want and 

need the personal interaction that 

a traditional classroom gives.  

Good candidates for online 

courses are those students who 

are self-directed and self-

motivated.   

Before registering for an online course, take a 

moment to determine if online learning fits your 

learning style.  Complete the “Is Online Learning 

For Me?” quiz located at www.iowacconline.com.  

The quiz will automatically give you feedback by 

clicking on the “Is It For Me?” button at the end. 

The ICCOC offers a traditional 16-week session for 

both fall and spring.  This session runs 16 straight 

weeks with no breaks.  Instructors do have set 

deadlines throughout the semester for assignments, 

quizzes and exams.  A student can expect to spend on 

average 10-12 hours per week on one three-credit 

course.  Math and science courses are two of the most 

difficult subjects to complete online and will take more 

time.  It is important for students to evaluate their 

commitments—both school and personal—to ensure 

they have not overextended themselves.
